RESOLUTIONS

Jennifer Gruener, Superintendent of the Warren County Mosquito Commission was
present at this meeting to field questions from the committee, professionals and public as to
the removal of silt in the Copperfield Drainage Ditch. Ms. Gruener advised that there is not a
lot of silt in this ditch and at this time it is only a maintenance issue. She doesn’t expect to use
our engineer services for this project as noted in the agreement, unfortunately the commission
does not have access to a county engineer for the private property that this ditch extends on to.
Committeeman DeAngelis questioned if the silt will be tested to make sure it is not
contaminated. Ms. Gruener advised that if the silt were to be used in a residential area the soil
will need to be tested, but, if it is used in a non-residential area, such as a farmer’s field, it
would not have to be tested. Mayor Butler inquired to removing this from the Agreement,
however, we determine where the silt goes, so this matter is a moot point. We will need 4lbs

of seed maximum and 20-40 yards of silt, per Ms. Gruener.

WHEREAS, in furtherance of the same, the Commission and the Township shall enter
into an Agreement beginning on the date at which the agreement is fully executed and
terminating at the completion of the project or at the end of 5 years from the date of the
agreement; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary for the Mayor of the Township of Franklin, Warren
County, NJ to execute said agreement.

PUBLIC HEARING: Comcast Franchise Application for renewal of Municipal Consent

On motion by Jeff DeAngelis and seconded by Jacob Pence to open the Public Hearing.

No Public Comments

Charles Smith, Senior Director of Government & Regulatory Affairs of Comcast was present for this
hearing. We are in the final stages of the renewal process, which started approximately 2 years ago.
May 16, 2012 a letter of intent was sent to the township. The township has the opportunity to do an
assessment process. On May 18, 2015 our franchise agreement will expire. There is no need for the
township to take action at tonight’s meeting, however, it is an opportunity for Comcast to answer any
questions that the committer and/or public might have.

Mr. Smith advised us of four basic process questions whether the town will grant or not grant a
renewal, as follows;

Does the cable operator substantially comply with the material terms of the existing franchise and the
applicable law

Does the quality of the operator services respond to consumer complaints and if the billing practices
are reasonable to community needs

Does the operator financial legal technical ability to provide facilities and equipment that it is
proposing to provide

Is the cable operator franchise renewal proposal reasonable to meet the future cable related needs
taking into account the cost of meeting such needs and interest

Mr. Onembo voiced concern that in the past, lengthy driveways off of municipal roads, homes being
able to hook up to cable. Mr. Smith advised of a non-standard hook-up fee and a survey would have to
be done to assess the cost, a line extension policy can be negotiated. Committeeman Toretta
commented as to if all roads, in the township, are covered by Comcast, and has this been met, Mr.
Smith believes so. Mayor Butler and Engineer Finelli commented after reviewing the map, road names
will have to be updated and it does appears that some sections of roads still have no service. The
township will have an opportunity to address township perks, of this franchise, prior to renewal with
Comcast.

Committeeman DeAngelis commented if the fire
department can’t clean up a hazardous material spill then why are we entertaining this ordinance this
evening. Chief Read joined the meeting shortly after and advised

ORDINANCE 2014-8

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF FRANKLIN, WARREN COUNTY, NEW JERSEY
BY AUTHORIZING THE TOWNSHIP AND VOLUNTEER EMERGENCY SERVICES TO
CLEAN UP OR ABATE DISCHARGES OF HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCES AND TO OBTAIN
REIMBURSEMENT FOR TIME AND MATERIALS EXPENDED IN CLEANING UP OR
ABATING ANY SUCH DISCHARGES

WHEREAS, the Township has adopted Ordinance No. 2014-8 authorizing the Township and
volunteer emergency service companies to respond to incidents where the discharge of hazardous
substances has occurred and to require reimbursement for time and materials expended in connection
with the response to any such discharge; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 2014-8 further provides that a fee schedule shall be established by
resolution of the Township Committee and amended from time to time for materials.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED by the Township
Committee, Township of Franklin, in the County of Warren, State of New Jersey that the following fee
schedule be adopted:

Ladder Truck (Aerial or Platform) $200.00 per hour
Class A Pumper $150.00 per hour
Rescue/Haz- Mat/Other Pumper $100.00 per hour
Rescue Squad/Ambulance/Rescue Boat | $100.00 per hour
Support Vehicles $ 50.00 per hour
Labor Rate Per Man $ 35.00 per hour

All materials expended, equipment damaged, or supplies purchased to support operations at the
incident will be billed at replacement cost plus a 10% administrative cost.



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the emergency services will be responsible for billing and
collecting their reimbursements/costs. When Township departments (i.e., Fire Prevention and/or
Police) are involved, they will bill/collect and forward to the Chief Financial Officer.



Definitions. In this section, the following words and phrases shall have the following meanings:

"Clean up and removal costs" shall mean all costs incurred by the Township or a volunteer services
company in (1) the removal or attempted removal of any hazardous substance; or (2)

the taking of reasonable measures to prevent or mitigate damage to public health, safety, or welfare,
including but not limited to public and private property, surface waters, sub-surface waters, water
columns and bottom sediments, soils and other affected property, including wildlife and other natural
resources.

"Costs" shall mean all costs incurred by the Township or a volunteer emergency services company,
including but not limited to the following: actual labor costs of personnel,

including workers' compensation benefits, fringe benefits and administrative overhead; cost of
equipment operation; cost of materials; and the cost of any outside contract for labor and

materials. A costs fee schedule shall be established by resolution of the Township Committee and
amended from time to time.

"Discharge" shall mean any intentional or unintentional action or omission resulting in the releasing,
spilling, leaking, pumping, pouring, emitting, emptying or dumping of any
hazardous substance into the water, onto the land or into the air.

"Hazardous substance" shall mean any elements and compounds, including petroleum products,
which are defined as such by the Department of Environmental Protection of the State of New Jersey
or as are defined in the N.F.P.A. Guide of Hazardous Materials, or as are set forth in the list of
hazardous substances adopted by the Federal Environmental Protection

Agency, or as are defined on the list of toxic pollutants designated by Congress or the Environmental
Protection Agency. This definition shall also include substances that the

Emergency Management Coordinator has reason to believe may be hazardous substances.

"Materials" shall mean all materials, including but not limited to firefighting foam, chemical
extinguishing agents, absorbent material, sand recovery drums, and specialized protective equipment
such as acid suits, acid gloves, goggles and protective clothing.

"Person” shall mean any public or private corporation, company, association, society, firm,
partnership, joint stock company, individual, or other entity.

"Petroleum product™ shall mean oil or petroleum of any kind and in any form, including but not
limited to oil, petroleum, gasoline, kerosene, fuel oil, oil sludge, oil refuse, oil mixed with other
wastes, crude oils and substantives or additives utilized in the refining or blending of crude,
petroleum or petroleum stock.

Township and emergency services companies may undertake clean up. The Township and
volunteer emergency services companies in the Township are hereby authorized to clean up and
remove any discharge of hazardous substance (but not to exceed level one first responder awareness
and first responder operational) which occurs within the Township, or outside the boundaries of the
Township when authorized by agreement between the Township and any other governing body.

Person causing discharge liable for costs. Any person who causes, by act or omission, or is
otherwise responsible for, a discharge of any hazardous substance which is cleaned up or abated by
the Township or a volunteer emergency services company, including the owner of real or personal
property from which a discharge of hazardous substances occurs, shall be liable for the payment of all
costs incurred by the Township and the volunteer emergency services company as a result of such
clean up or abatement The remedy provided by this section shall be in addition to any other remedies
provided by law.

Section II. Severability. If the provisions of any section, subsection, paragraph,
subdivision, or clause of this ordinance shall be judged invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction,
such order of judgment shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of any section, subsection,
paragraph, subdivision, or clause of this ordinance.

Section I11. Repealer. All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby
repealed as to such inconsistency only.
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Section V. Effective Date. This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage
and publication according to law.

1. Good Springs Road, Section Il
(No change since last month's Report.)

At the May Township Committee Meeting, the Committee awarded the contract
for the guiderail work to Ficor, Inc. in conjunction with the Township's attempt
to both complete the project and close out the grant in order to secure the final
reimbursement due the Township. The guiderail was installed on 6/11/14.

Our office has moved forward with the close-out of the grant through the
NJDOT. The final close-out documents were sent to the NJDOT on 7/3/14. The
Township is now in a position secure their final reimbursement in the amount of
$ 43,849.64. Please note that our grant reimbursement amount increased by
approximately $5,600 as a result of the installation of the guiderail.

The final approved and fully executed Change Orders were received from
the NJDOT by our office on 7/30/14. Copies were forwarded to the Township for their
records. At this point, the Project is 100% officially done and closed out. The Township
should receive their final reimbursement check of $43,849.64 in the very near future,
if they haven't already.

2. 2014 NJDOT Trust Fund Program: Good Springs Road, Section Il

| am pleased to report that the Township was successful in receiving another
grant through this program. Notice was recently received that the Township was
awarded a grant in the amount of $115,000 for the final section of Good Springs
Road.

The project was discussed at the July 7, 2014 Committee Meeting where the
Committee authorized our office to proceed with the development of plans and specs
with the hope of having the project constructed in 2014. We have completed all of the
Field Survey Work, developed the Project Base Maps, and have completed
the Construction Plans and Project Bid Specifications. All of the required
information (Plans, Specs., Engineer's Estimate, Engineer's Certification, etc.) has
been forwarded to the NJDOT.

As you are aware, this Project will be constructed via the Morris County Co-
Op. Schifano Paving is the Paving Contractor through the Morris County Co-Op in
2014. We have called them and have asked to be placed on their schedule. A "walk
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through” was conducted with Schifano on Wednesday , October 8, 2014. At that time,
Schifano indicated that their schedule was such that the paving would occur during the
last week of October (at the earliest), or either the first or second week of November (at
the latest). As of the date of this Report, | am still trying to confirm what their current
schedule may be for Good Springs Road. | will continue to advise the Township
Committee as we move forward.

3. 2015 NJDOT Trust Fund Grant Program Applications

Our Office has received a copy of a letter from the NJDOT regarding the FY
2015 State Aid Programs. One of the Programs again being offered is the traditional
“Municipal Aid Program”. This is the Program which the Township has had much
success and has utilized for the paving of numerous Municipal Roadways over the past
number of years. This year’s Application(s) are due on or before October 14, 2014, and
must be submitted via SAGE. Last year, the Township submitted two Applications: one
for Good Springs Road, Section Ill, and one for Maple Avenue.

At the September 8, 2014 Township Committee Meeting, the Committee
authorized our Office to prepare a Grant Application for Maple Avenue through the
2015 Trust Fund Program. We had prepared a Resolution (#2014-61) which was
forwarded to Denise and was approved at the October 6, 2014 Committee Meeting.

The Application for Maple Avenue was submitted to the DOT on October 9,
2014, in advance of the October 14, 2014 deadline. At this juncture there is no date
established as to when the Grant Award Notices would be published by the NJDOT.

4. Township Wastewater Management Plan(WMP).
(No change since last month's Report.)

We have been advised in a June 16, 2014 email from NJDEP that there are three (3)
options with regard to the most recent grant allotment received for $19,000 via
correspondence from the NJDEP dated, 2/12/14.

a. Don't accept the grant and don't do any additional work and see what comes out of
the new Waster Management Planning Act regulations.

b. Submit a new scope of work which includes a request for funding for septic density
zoning.

c. Complete septic density zoning without funding from the State.

This matter was discussed at the July 7, 2014 TC Meeting, and the Committee
decided to choose Option "a" as outlined above. Based upon that decision, our office,
via letter dated July 15, 2014 notified the NJDEP of the Township's decision. A copy of
this letter was provided to the Township for their information and records.

5. Third St. Drainage/Flood Control Grant Project
(No change since last month's Report.)

This project was discussed at the July 7, 2014 TC Meeting, specific to the
Township rendering a decision on moving forward with the Project or not based
primarily upon the DEP's site inspection from last year and the various regulatory and
permitting issues they have raised. It was agreed that Committeeman Jacob
Pence, Mayor Butler and our office would meet "off-line" to review the Project in greater
detail. The purpose was to evaluate the best path forward for the Township as it relates
to this Grant, the various regulatory hurdles we are facing, and the need to improve the
drainage conditions in this area. This meeting occurred on July 11, 2014. Mayor Butler
updated the Committee in more detail regarding this project at the August 4, 2014
Committee Meeting. After the discussion, it was determined that Mayor Butler would
continue to follow up on this Project with State Level Elected Officials and/or the
Attorney General's Office. | am sure that Mayor Butler will provide an update at
the appropriate time.

Roger Bulava — Recycling

Karen Read was in contact with Mr. Bulava on behalf of the Explorers, who will be doing a road side
clean up on Good Springs Road, township to match with Clean Communities Grant monies.
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Jim Onembo — Code Enforcement/Zoning

Attorney Benbrook discussing with Mr. Onembo to attend the Highlands Exemption Training, and is
fine to do so. There will be an informal on the old Cherrybrook Building at the Land Use Board Meeting
this Wednesday, 18,000 sg. ft., town resident, printing and would like to utilize the retail space for a
separate business. Mr. Onembo also advised that a truck terminal might be coming down the track again
out by Route 78.

DPW REPORT - (Report on file)

Mr. Read reviewed his submitted report with the township committee and also enquired as to keeping
their hours at 6:00 a.m. — 2:00 p.m. all year round.

Open Space Report:

No one present

Franklin Township Youth Association:

Mr. Schlessinger was present at the meeting inquired about 3 outstanding port-a-john bills, youth
association paid one bill and are sitting on the other two. Waiting for the township to pay, out of the
recreation trust fund? Mr. Schlessinger will also advise Foreman Read if the lines on the soccer field
will need to be repainted for the last two games.

Rescue Squad — Chief Karen Chiu

Chief Chiu informed the committee that the tree lighting ceremony will be December 5" and the mayor
has been invited to speak at this event. Ms. Chiu offered classes at the Franklin Township School for
CPR and First Aid, to anyone interested. At this time only the school nurse and Ms. Chiu were trained in
these fields.
